Musical to celebrate Easter 
A45-MINUTE musical will be present-

ed for three nights at Putra Stadium
Bukit Jalil in conjunction with

Easter.
To be staged at 8pm nightly from March

25 to 27, The Father’s Heart tells the story
of how God revealed His heart and gave
the greatest gift of all – His Son – in a per-
formance of meaningful songs, an illumi-
nating drama and dazzling dances. 

The production, which is organised by
Calvary Church of Kuala Lumpur, will
involve a 100-voice adult choir, 30 dancers
and a 50-member children’s choir. They
will be supporting seven main actors, a
narrator and a 100-member drama cast
who will present the play in pantomime,
dressed in period costumes augmented to
look more contemporary in nature. 

Beginning with the calling of the disci-
ples, the musical will take the audience
through the public life of Jesus Christ. They
will see Jesus perform a series of miracles,
heal the son of the royal official, give sight
to a blind man named Bar-timaeus and
bring to life his dead friend Lazarus. 

Listen as Jesus tells the story of a father’s
love in the parable of The Prodigal Son.

And, in a final act of sacrificial love, Jesus
gives His life on the cross. 

Visitors to the event will be in for a spe-
cial treat as The Singing Cross will be fea-
tured again. 

The music is taken from an Easter musi-
cal created by well-known American
Christian music arranger Gary Rhodes. The
choir will render such uplifting songs as
God’s Own Son, The Great Adventure, Son
of God, Lord Have Mercy, Before the
Throne of God Above, When God Ran, and
Hosanna with Hosanna, among others. 

This magnificent Easter musical is suit-
able for the entire family, and admission is
free. 

The evening’s presentation will include
an Easter thought from Datuk Dr Prince
Guneratnam, Senior Pastor of Calvary
Church. 

And on Easter Sunday (March 27),
Calvary Church will host an Easter
Celebra-tion Service at 10am at the same
venue. Admission to this service is also
free.
